Mr. Basch called the meeting to order at 7:35 p.m.

JEWISH COMMUNITY CENTER DETERMINATION

Mr. Mattaro moved, seconded by Mr. Dehm, that the area variance requested by Empire Forster Sign and Awning to erect a free standing, two sided, non-illuminated 4 x 8 foot sign, to replace an existing sign, on behalf of the Jewish Community Center, located at 183 Quaker Meeting House Road, known as Markus Park, tax account #222.01-1-1, zoned RA-1, be approved based on the following Findings of Fact and Conclusions of Law:

FINDINGS OF FACT

1.
Mr. Robert Cornell, contractor, and Mr. Bill Blodgett, Director of Facilities at the Jewish Community Center, appeared before the Board on August 12, 1999.

2.
The proposed sign would replace an existing sign.

3.
Mr. Cornell stated that sign visibility is a problem because of the existing 55 miles per hour speed limit.  They plan to position the new two-sided sign further south and closer to the road.  It will be set back more than 50 feet.

4.
The proposed sign would be similar to the existing sign but would have a more professional and aesthetic appeal.

5.
Mr. Blodgett stated that the neighbor across the street had voiced no objection to the replacement of the sign.

CONCLUSIONS OF LAW

1.
The character of the neighborhood will not be altered due to the changing of the sign as applicant has chosen sign colors and structure that minimize negative visual impact.

2.
There are no alternative methods which would achieve applicant’s goal that would not require a variance.

3.
There will be no adverse physical or environmental effects as a result of granting the variance.

4.
The difficulty is self-created.

5.
This is a Type II action under SEQR.

6.
The variance requested is not substantial.

CONDITIONS

1.
The two-sided, freestanding sign will be no larger than 4 x 8 feet, be set back from the road right-of-way at least 50 feet and be constructed as per the plans submitted to the Board.

2.
There will be no lights on the signs.

3.
The old sign shall be removed upon installation of the new sign.

APPROVED

MINUTES

Mr. Ricci moved, seconded by Mr. Mattaro, to approve the minutes of the August 12, 1999 meeting as amended.

DISCUSSION

A discussion followed regarding Mr. Greg Malley’s letter, to the Town Supervisor, requesting a reversal to the ZBA’s determination.  Mr. Basch read the Supervisor’s response to Mr. Malley.

Mr. Basch read a memo written to the Supervisor, from Arlene Cluff, regarding the EPOD section of Chapter 200.

Mr. Basch stated there are no applications pending.  Mr. Basch stated there would not be a meeting on September 23rd.

There being no further business, the meeting adjourned at 8:14 p.m.
