A Public Hearing of the Zoning Board of Appeals was held on Thursday, August 24, 2000, at the Mendon Town Hall, 16 West Main Street, Honeoye Falls, New York at 7:30 p.m.

Mr. Ricci called the meeting to order at 7:30 p.m.

TIMOTHY DERUYSCHER

Timothy DeRuyscher, 101 Hopper Hills Way, came before the Board requesting an area variance permitting the construction of an addition to their existing dwelling within less than the 15 foot side yard setback that is required.  Zoned RS-30.  Tax Account #216.12-1-103.

Mr. Ricci stated that the County had responded that this was a local matter; waived the reading of the public notice, a copy of which was in the file; and stated that the Affidavit of Posting of the Sign was in the file.  

The Board stated they were all familiar with the site.

Mr. DeRuyscher stated that he has owned the home for 7 years and he would like to put a one-story addition on the north side of the home.  Mr. DeRuyscher stated that if he follows the 15 foot side setback requirement, his addition would be a “skinny” 9’ x 30’.  Mr. DeRuyscher stated he was requesting that the addition be 6 feet from the side setback.  Mr. Ricci asked if Mr. DeRuyscher was requesting that the addition be no less than 6 feet from the property line.  Mr. DeRuyscher responded yes.

Mr. DeRuyscher stated that he did not think this would result in a change in the character of the neighborhood because the house cannot be seen from the road.  Mr. DeRuyscher stated he had letters from adjoining property owners stating they had no concerns.

Mr. DeRuyscher stated he was willing to plant three trees, on the one neighbor’s property, to help with the buffer on that side.  Mr. DeRuyscher stated he was considering 15-foot trees and had spoken to the neighbor about it.

Mr. DeRuyscher stated he had considered alternative methods to achieve his goal, but has the septic system in the front of the house; the opposite side has the garage, the rear of the house has a large deck and he cannot “go up”.  Mr. DeRuyscher stated the only practical side for the addition is the north side of the house.  

Mr. DeRuyscher stated he did not know what the degree of the variance was, but he was asking for a 6-foot setback.  Mr. Ricci stated the degree of the variance requested was more than 50%.

Mr. DeRuyscher stated he did not think there would be an effect on the physical or environmental conditions.  Mr. DeRuyscher stated he would be matching the siding and roofing with what is currently on the home.

Mr. DeRuyscher stated this was a self-created difficulty.

Mr. Mattaro asked if any measurements had been taken.  Mr. DeRuyscher stated that the property had been measured and surveyed about one year ago, when he refinanced.  Mr. Ricci stated that Mr. DeRuyscher needed to understand that the measurement should be from the part of the structure that sticks out the most.  A discussion followed.

The Board had no more questions.

Mr. Ricci opened the meeting to comments from the public.  There were no comments.

Mr. Ricci closed the Public Hearing at 7:45 p.m.
