A Regular Meeting of the Zoning Board of Appeals was held on Thursday, September 14, 2000, at the Mendon Town Hall, 16 West Main Street, Honeoye Falls, New York at 7:30 p.m.

Mr. Dehm called the meeting to order at 7:34 p.m.

DERUYSCHER DETERMINATION DISCUSSION

A discussion followed regarding the DeRuyscher determination.

Mr. Thorp moved, seconded by Mr. Mattaro, that the Area Variance requested by Timothy A. and Cynthia L. DeRuyscher, 101 Hopper Hills Way, Mendon, NY, bearing the Tax Account No. 216.12-1-103 and located in an RS-30 Zone, to construct an 18’ x 30’ addition on the northerly side of their existing residence and to be no less than 6’ from their northerly lot line instead of the 15’ specified by Ordinance, be approved, based on the following Findings of Facts, Conclusions of Law and Conditions:

FINDINGS OF FACT

1.
Timothy DeRuyscher appeared before the Zoning Board of Appeals, at a public hearing, on Thursday, August 24, 2000, requesting the above Area Variance.

2.
There was no oral or written opposition to the proposed variance.

3.
Six letters, from neighbors, supporting the area variance requested, are included as part of the file.

4.
Mr. DeRuyscher indicated that he would be willing to plant three 15’-20’ trees, as appropriate, to screen the addition from the north.

5.
Mr. DeRuyscher stated that an addition to the house, meeting the Ordinance setback requirements, would be so narrow as to be impractical.

6.
Mr. DeRuyscher stated that the proposed location, of the addition, is the only practical approach because of the overall configuration of the house and garage.

7.
The DeRuyscher house is not easily visible from streets or other residences in the general area.

CONCLUSIONS OF LAW

1.
Granting this variance will not alter the character of the neighborhood.

2.
While there are alternatives that would permit achievement of the desired goal, they appear to be impractical.

3.
The degree of variance requested is substantial as it exceeds 50%.  However, it is not significant because of the positional relationship of the house to other area homes.

4.
Granting this variance will have no adverse physical or environmental impact.

5.
The difficulty is self-created.

6.
The variance will have no adverse effect on nearby farming operations.

7.
This is a Type II Action under SEQR.

CONDITIONS

1.
The 18’ x 30’ addition will be constructed so as to match the exterior of the house with new landscaping to the front and rear of the addition.

2.
The addition shall comply with existing Town of Mendon Building Code specifications and shall be no closer than 6 feet from the northerly property line.

3.
The hedgerow on the northerly boundary line shall remain.

Mr. Mattaro stated he would be out of town for the September 28th meeting.  Mr. Dehm stated he would be out of town for the October 12th meeting.  Mr. Jones stated he would be out of town for the October 26th meeting.

There being no further business, the meeting adjourned at 8:41 p.m.
