MINUTES

Ms. Sciortino moved, seconded by Mr. Irvine, to approve the minutes, as amended, of the October 9, 2003 meeting.

LUCAS DETERMINATION

The Board discussed and amended the draft Lucas Determination.

DRAFT LUCAS DETERMINATION

Mr. Thorp moved, seconded by Ms. Sciortino, that the Area Variance requested by Alfred Lucas, for property at 39 Cheese Factory Road, Honeoye Falls, bearing Tax Account No. 221.04-1-014, consisting of 2.081 acres and located in an RA-1 Zone, for placement of a sign for his home occupation, at the side of the road, be approved based on the following Findings of Fact, Conclusions of Law and subject to the following Conditions:

FINDINGS OF FACT

1. Dr. Lucas has conditional approval from the Planning Board to have a Chiropractic office in his home.

2. A sign, denoting an office would be permitted on the front of the house but would not be readily visible from the road.

3. A free standing sign, not to exceed three square feet in size, is proposed for installation near Cheese Factory Road.  Installation to be on the Lucas property.

4. Dr. Lucas has full-time employment away from his home so his intended home practice would be part-time and by appointment.

CONCLUSIONS OF LAW

1. The desired result can not be achieved by any other feasible means.

2. Granting of the variance would not create an undesirable change in the neighborhood.

3. The degree of variance is not significant.

4. Granting the variance would not produce adverse physical or environmental effects.

5. The alleged difficulty is self-created.

CONDITIONS

1. The top of the sign shall not be higher than 6 ft. from the ground and the total area of the sign shall not exceed three square feet.

2. The sign shall conform to the submitted drawing.

LUCAS DETERMINATION

Mr. Wright moved, seconded by Mr. Irvine, that the Area Variance requested by Alfred Lucas, for property at 39 Cheese Factory Road, Honeoye Falls, bearing Tax Account No. 221.04-1-014, consisting of 2.081 acres and located in an RA-1 Zone, for placement of a sign for his home occupation, at the side of the road, be denied based on the following Findings of Fact, Conclusions of Law:

FINDINGS OF FACT

1. Dr. Lucas has conditional approval from the Planning Board to have a Chiropractic office in his home.

2. A sign, denoting an office would be permitted on the front of the house but would not be readily visible from the road.

3. A freestanding sign, not to exceed three square feet in size, is proposed for installation near Cheese Factory Road.  Installation to be on the Lucas property.

4. Dr. Lucas has full-time employment away from his home so his intended home practice would be part-time and by appointment.

5. Dr. Lucas stated that the sign would be used to identify address not to advertise his business.

CONCLUSIONS OF LAW

1. The desired result can be achieved by other feasible means.

2. Granting of the variance would create an undesirable change in the neighborhood.

3. The degree of variance would be significant.

4. Granting the variance would not produce adverse physical or environmental effects.

5. The alleged difficulty is self-created.
